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Den forste som ivret for a opprette en Abelpris var Sophus Lie (1842-99), som samlet stotte
til etablering av et fond som hvert femte ar skulle dele ut en Abelpris for et fremragende arbeid
innen matematikk. Lie dede 1 1899 og arbeidet med fondsetableringen stoppet opp.

Ved hundrearsmarkeringen for Abels fadsel i 1902 fattet Kong Oscar II interesse for ideen
om en pris til @&re for Niels Henrik Abel (1802-29). Waldemar Brogger og Ludvig Sylow tok
pa seg arbeidet med & utarbeide utkast til statutter for ”Abel-medaljen”. Unionsopplesningen
1juni 1905 satte imidlertid en stopper for de videre planene. Fridtjof Nansen skrev i et brev til
matematikeren Elling Holst 1 1906: «Den af salig Kong Oscar lovede Abelpris for til himmels
med unionen.»

Nesten hundre ar senere, i august 2000, ble det berstet stov av de gamle planene om en
matematikkpris. Et forslag om & opprette Abelprisen ble oversendt statsministeren. Regjerin-
gen og Stortinget godkjente etableringen og 1 2003 ble den forste Abelprisen utdelt.

PRIZES’ DESCRIPTIONS:

ICIAM Collatz Prize

The Collatz Prize was established to provide in-
ternational recognition to individual scientists
under 42 years of age for outstanding work on
industrial and applied mathematics. A recipient’s
42nd birthday must not occur before 1st January
of the year in which the prize is presented.

ICIAM Lagrange Prize

The Lagrange Prize was established to provide
international recognition to individual mathema-
ticians who have made an exceptional contribu-
tion to applied mathematics throughout their ca-
reers.

ICTIAM Maxwell Prize

The Maxwell Prize was established to provide
international recognition to a mathematician who
has demonstrated originality in applied math-
ematics.

ICIAM Pioneer Prize

The Pioneer Prize was established for pioneering
work introducing applied mathematical methods
and scientific computing techniques to an indus-
trial problem area or a new scientific field of ap-
plications.

ICIAM Su Buchin Prize

Established in 2003 to provide international rec-
ognition of an outstanding contribution by an
individual in the application of mathematics to
emerging economies and human development,
in particular at the economic and cultural level
in developing countries. This includes efforts to
improve mathematical research and teaching in
those countries.
